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EFFICIENTLY PRESERVING THE PAST: THE FWPD 
RECORDS UNIT ENSURES SMOOTH OPERATION  

Our FWPD Records Unit is crucial in ensuring officers have the necessary 
information to carry out their duties effectively. It involves managing data 
entry, statistical reporting through the National Incident-Based Reporting 
System (NIBRS), and scanning hundreds of case documents daily. Most of 
the unit’s responsibilities are under strict deadlines and require extensive 
attention to detail. 
 
The FWPD Records Unit connects law enforcement officers to databases 
such as the Washington Crime Information Center (WACIC) and the National 
Crime Information Center (NCIC). Records Specialists enter data from 
reports, warrants, and orders for national coordination in finding stolen 
property, missing persons, and criminals. They take pride in this detail-
oriented work as it impacts officers, accreditation status, and the community. 
 

The team also provides immediate assistance to officers in the field by utilizing the SafeCity cameras. The 
FWPD Records Unit is instrumental in helping solve crimes and hit-and-run collisions, find missing people, 
and catch suspects by providing real-time updates or sharing recorded footage, giving officers an edge in 
investigations. 
 
The Records Unit works closely with the community by processing online police reports. They also conduct 
background checks for Concealed Pistol Licensing or firearm purchases and assist with phone or lobby 
visits. The FWPD Records Unit is your reliable community partner, working relentlessly to meet our 
community’s daily needs! 

A Customer-Centric Culture: The FWPD Records Unit operates 24/7/365, with a dedicated team always 
available to serve the community and its needs. The City of Federal Way would like to recognize and 
commend the entire team, including Gretchen Sund, FWPD Customer Service Specialist (pictured left), and 
Sarah Butts, FWPD Quartermaster (pictured right), for their hard work and commitment to serving our Federal 
Way community!

FACILITY PROPERTY TO EVALUATE ITS STRUCTURES  

On January 26, Mayor Ferrell visited the Operations and Maintenance Facility property on 28th Avenue 
along with our Public Works Director, EJ Walsh, and City Administrator Brian Davis to assess the 
structures. 
 
The structure’s foundation cannot be older than the 1970s, and the logs are severely degraded and 
damaged. Both buildings contain asbestos, which will require remediation even if demolished. It is 
important to note that the structure to the right is not a log cabin but a stick-frame building with cedar siding. 
 
To learn more about the history and background of the property, the City of Federal Way will obtain 
documents from King County. However, before making any final determinations, we will need to go through 
the State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) process.
